Home Build

foundation was laid in August, the homeowner and 162
volunteers have raised the walls, installed windows, and
completed exterior trim. Inside the now weather-protected
home, rough electrical, drywall, and insulation have been
installed. Indoor construction is continuing with sheet rock. We
hope to finish in the next few months!

Our upcoming home will be in Moscow in partnership with
Moscow Affordable Housing Trust.
